Description of the Award  
The Distinguished Graduate Alumnus Award honors an individual who has received a graduate degree from the 
University of Notre Dame and made a distinctive contribution to his or her field or community, or to society at large. 
(This is intentionally a broad category to allow for a wide variety of contributions.) 
 
The recipient will receive a citation and a cash prize. 
 
 
Eligibility Criteria 
Nominees must have received either a master’s or Ph.D. degree from the University of Notre Dame.  
 
The award winner must be able to attend the Graduate School’s Awards Dinner on Friday, May 16, 2008, when the award 
will be presented, and the Graduate School’s Commencement Ceremony on Saturday, May 17, 2008. 
 
 
Nomination Procedure 
All nominations should be submitted by department chairs, who will be responsible for collating all documentation and 
forwarding the nomination packet to Mary Hendriksen in the Graduate School (416A Main Building).  Each 
department may nominate up to two candidates.  Nomination packets should include: 
 

• A short statement in support of the candidate 

• If possible, the candidate’s résumé or curriculum vitae 
 
 
All nomination materials must be received by Mary Hendriksen in the Graduate School (416A Main Building) by 
Friday, March 14, 2008.
